1. The value of photography.
A. Why take pictures/slides?
1. Show others what you have ﬂcne and where you have been.
F A= You can better remember the high points of your trips.
i A Its possible to sell good scenery and action shots, both
black and white and color.

B. What should you photograph?
l. Scenery.
a. Catch the beauty of the outdoors.
b. Picture the unusual.
2. People.
a. Increases interest to you and to your friends to be
able to recognize others in photo.
b. Gives an idea of scale - size in comparison to pecple.
c. Shoot pecple on the trail - it gives life to the scene.
d. Be sure that there are pecple in your camp scenes, other-
vise it looks abandoned or like a "display table” model.
e. Try to get “natural® photos; posed shots look artificial.
Exceptions: Group picture or photos illustrating use of
equipment or making specific points.
f. Get shots of people in unusual situations (however, do
not take pictures which could cause embarassment).
3. Animals and birds.
a. You must be ready and shoot fast. Never carry your camera
in a backpack or day bag. Use a sling around your necx.
b. Use a telephoto lens or a tele-converter.
4. Flowers, rocks and shrubs.
a. Coopose carefully. Watch for distracting objects.
b. Use close-up equipment - extension tubes are inexpensive
and light. Consider taking a tripod.
C. Hcw to get the best shot.
1. Must have good composition.
a. "Frame® your pictures using tre-es, rocks, etc. Compose them
like an artist painting a scene. '
b. Lead into the main point of interest using a road, fence
or stream. The main object does not have to be in the center.
c. Create depth by having near and far objects in the same
photo. Light and dark objects in the photo will also help.

1. You must know the capabilities and limitations of your camera,
lenses and film. Tyr them out long before you go on yocur trip.
2. Knov hov to load your camera vwith film and batteries. Know how
to make minor repairs and adjustments, there are no camera shops
in the cutdcors.
3. Take plenty of film. Scme shoot 10 to 20 shots a day.



Picture-taking tips

Here are scme picture taking tips that should improve your trip pictures and
provide you with a much more coomprehensive and pleasing story of your cutings.
All the picture-taking tips are sicple and easy to follow, but mocst im—crtant,
KEEP YOUR CAMERA READY.

1. Make title pictures for your trip story by photographing signs. Pose group
members near the signs to personalize your titles.

2. Move in close to your subject. Your picture will have more impact if you
get close enocugh to eliminate distracting material.

3. Including group members in the foreground will help give scale, depth and
human interest to your pictures.

4. Surrounding your subject with a frame of tree branches can give grace and
fullness to narrow vertical subjects.

5. Photograph individuals when there busy doing scmething or while they are
engaged in some natural activity. Except for a group shot, avoid subjacts
which stand stiffly staring into the camera.

6. Quiet water, especially early morning and late evening makes a mirror like
reflector for the subjects.

7. Your subjact may be more dramatic and pleasing fram cne particular view or
angle, walk around to find which aspect you like best. -

8. Rivers, trails and fences can provide lines that will guide a viewer's eye
into your scene.

9. Always photograph wildlife from a distance. A telephoto lens can bring
your subject close without danger. Deer, elk, bear and others are wild
anirals. NEVER get between a mother animal and her young.

10. Many of nature's smll beauties can be captured by tﬂ.}{ing close-up
pictures. Scce tiny subjects will require you to get very close and use
a close-up lens; cther not so small subjects can be photographed at the
closest focusing distance for your camera.

11. Don't let glocmy days stifle your picture taking. Just use high speed color
film in an adjustable or autcmatic camera with a fast lens. You can make

colorful scenes by posing members of your group in bright clothing.

12. Sunsats and sunrises are always good picture material. Scme subjects
become more dramatic when the sun is low in the sky.

13. Night time is a must for taking pictures with a flash. Capture the group
arcund a campfire or a curlosity-seeking animal.

14. Brightly lightad subjects at night are easy to photograph if you use a hich
speed film in an adjustable or automatic camera with a fast lens.
