GENERAL REQUIR 15

These General Requirements are an integral part of the
Requirements for all High Adventure Awards obtained through the
High Adventure Team and the Camping Department and specifically
includes Awards sponsored by other councils,

I. CHANGES OR EXCEPTIONS
Changes, exceptions, modifications or waivers of any High
adventure Award Requirements shall be made only in advance
of the outing and in writing by the High Adventure Team of
the Council sponsoring the award. They shall not be made by
any other person, including Professional scouters, Council
employees and wvolunteer Scouters.

1T AlWARDS MUST BE EARNED
Mo High adventure Award shall be given, or otherwise made
available, to any person who has not completed all of the
requirements for the award, including these general
reguirements. :

ITI. RECIPIENTS MUST BE REGISTERED MEMBERS OF
THE BOY SCOUTS OF AMERICA
Only currently reglistered members of the Boy Scouts of
america are eligible to receive High Adventure Awards. Thevw
shall not be made available to persons not so registered.

Only currently registered Scouters allowed on the trip with
Scout Groups. If females are with a Scout group on the trip
they shall be provided with separate quarters and area for

camping away from the Scout Group. Only currently
registered Explores and leaders allowed on the trip with the
Explorer Group. Co—-ed Exploring Groups must meet E.S.A.

policy on Co-ed leadership and camping.

IV, SCHEDU QUTING
fswards may be earned only on scheduled outings of registered
units, or on a District or Council function.

V. ONE TRIP: ONE aAlWARD

Oonly one award may be earned for one outing; unless
otherwise stated in writing in the Award Regquirements.
Example: the San Diego County Council "High Sierra Indicator
Segment" are designator segments for use with other awards
and the Western Los Angeles County Council "14,495 club®™ Mt.
Whitney Climb may be earned as part of a long-term backpack
trip.
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CONSERVATION

A conservation project must be accomplished prior to
receiving award and must be signed by a representative of
the agency you accomplish it in, i.e.: Ranger BLM, etc. See
individual award rveaquirement for the amount of conservation
hours regquired for. the award being earned. May be done
prior to, during, or after trip.
